The end date for Telecom's use of Windows 10 will be July 31, 2025.
Did you just close your “offense report” with a Clearance Code of CLEARED BY ARREST?

Did you complete an accompanying ‘"arrest report” with it? A little more than half of
you did not do one at all.

“Why do an arrest report? | didn’t take him to jail”
Your Chief needs the number of arrests! Countless times we get contacted to run statis-
tical records. If no one enters an arrest report, those arrests are not available for the
count. Reports can only be pulled for the information entered.
State of Ohio OIBRS reports validation rules state that if you clear an incident by arrest
then you must have that arrest attached to the reports when the file is sent. Below is
the error.
